Intensive sailing course with Sailing Senderborg

Who is the course for?

The course focuses on practical sailing where you are at the center, regardless of experience.

The goalis to bring you from where you are to becoming (more) comfortable by taking responsibility for
your own boat.

It will be cozy, fun and we will try many things.

The course is for you, who would like to sail yourself with the responsibility as captain or would like to
be able to take the responsibilities at 15 hand.

The course is for you who may have just bought a boat, intend to buy a boat and lack some experience
before you embark on trips in the coastal Baltic waters.

What do you learn on the course?

The teaching takes place on a fully equipped larger sailboat with modern gear on board.

You will get a start on practical tour sailing, navigation and sailing planning with paper charts, chart
plotters and radar etc.

You learn about seamanship, safety, knots, MOB, the engine, log, to name a few.

We cover sailing in different conditions, with several types of sails and motor.

We sail longer or shorter trips every day, we use anchor, and come in and out of port many times.
We document, tell stories and reflect, and repeat until you are clear and safe.

Course length, prices, number of participants and practical information

We are on the boat from 09:00-16:00 every day, you can choose a three-, four- or five-day course.
We are based in Sgnderborg.

Maximum number of participants is 6 people, and prices depend on the number of participants.
Accommodation on board is possible in 3 cabins, provisions can be agreed in advance and you are
welcome to bring your own sailing gear.
